Point in Time Count & Housing Inventory Count

2022 Report

On a single night each year the Delaware Continuum of Care conducts a Point in
Time (PIT) count of people experiencing homelessness, with the assistance of
community volunteers and partners. On the same night, a census of available
homeless-dedicated temporary and permanent housing resources is undertaken,
called the Housing Inventory Count (HIC). Together, these data points provide
information about the need facing Delaware’s homeless response system and the

Continuum of Care  supply of available shelter and housing options.

This year, the DE-CoC conducted a full sheltered and unsheltered count after forgoing the unsheltered
count in 2021 due to COVID-19 safety concerns. The 2022 PIT count took place on the night of
February 23, 2022, the morning of February 24, 2022, and includes people sleeping in places not meant
for human habitation, congregate emergency shelters (including cold weather shelters), non-
congregate emergency shelter (including emergency hotel/motel placements), and homeless-
dedicated transitional housing programs.

2022 Key Findings

— 2,369 people were experiencing homelessness on the night of the 2022 PIT Count. This is
the highest PIT Count in Delaware to-date. The number of people counted more than
doubled since the count in January 2020, just before the pandemic.

— 154 people were unsheltered, which is not an increase from the last unsheltered count
conducted in 2020.

— The number of households with children experiencing homelessness has almost tripled since
2020, from 136 families to 389 families.

— 1in 3 people experiencing homelessness on the night of the 2022 PIT was a child under the
age of 18.

— The number of veterans experiencing homelessness increased to 93 households in 2022, the
highest number since 2016.

— 61% of people experiencing homelessness identified as Black/African American;
Delawareans who are Black/African American are 3.5x more likely to experience
homelessness that white residents.

— The percentage of people experiencing homelessness in New Castle County decreased while
Kent and Sussex Counties increased. This continues the change in geographic distribution
caused by the pandemic. In 2022, 1 in 3 Delawareans experiencing homelessness on the
night of the PIT were in Sussex County.

— The number of emergency shelter beds in Delaware increased significantly, by 707 beds.
This is primarily due to the worsening housing crisis, and the responsiveness of the Division
of State Service Centers and others, such as the New Castle County Hope Center, churches,
and nonprofits, to provide safe non-congregate shelter.
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The total number of people experiencing sheltered and unsheltered homelessness in Delaware over the

past 6 years can be seen in the chart below. Historically, around 1,000 people experience homelessness

on any given night in Delaware. However, the total number of people experiencing homelessness on

the night of the count has doubled over the course of the COVID-19 pandemic.
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Of those experiencing homelessness during the 2022 PIT, the vast majority were sleeping in temporary

shelter. In 2020, the number of people experiencing unsheltered homelessness was 156, compared to

154 in 2022. With no increase in the unsheltered count, the increase in homelessness is driven by people

and families sleeping in temporary shelters.
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In the years prior to the COVID-19 pandemic, nearly
60% of all people experiencing homelessness on
the night of the PIT were in New Castle County.
However, in 2021, only 38% of people experiencing
homelessness were in New Castle County. In 2022,
the percentage of the homeless population that
was in Kent or Sussex County was higher than ever
before. In 2022, one in three Delawareans
experiencing homelessness was in Sussex County
on the night of the PIT.



The number of adult-only households
experiencing homelessness has almost
doubled since the 2019 PIT count.

Adult-only households have a higher
probability of experiencing unsheltered
homelessness compared to
households with children. Therefore, the
decrease in 2021 is likely due to the fact
that an unsheltered count was not
conducted in 2021.
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The number of households with children
experiencing homelessness increased for
the fourth year in a row and has nearly
tripled throughout the course of the
pandemic. As a result, one in three
people experiencing homelessness on the
night of the 2022 PIT was a child under
the
increased across all age groups since

2019.
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People who identified as Black or African
American were the largest racial group in the PIT
Count, representing 61% of all people
experiencing homelessness on that night — the
same percentage of the population as in 2021.

Homelessness disproportionately impacted non-
Hispanic/Latino/a people in 2022, with only 151
people identifying as Hispanic/Latino/a.
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In 2022 the number
experiencing homelessness in Delaware
increased from 74 to 93. This is the
highest number of veterans experiencing

homelessness counted since 2016.
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Each year males represent the majority of people
counted on the night of the PIT. The only year
where this did not occur was in 2021, when an
unsheltered count was not conducted. Males are
more likely to be unsheltered than females.

The number of people who identified as a gender
other than man or woman, such as non-binary,
agender, culturally and

specific  gender,

transgender, was 6 individuals in 2022.
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There was an increase in the number of people
counted in 2022 PIT that meet the HUD
definition of chronic homelessness. This
increase is due to the 51 chronically homeless
individuals captured in the 2022 unsheltered
count. The number of sheltered chronically
homeless individuals decreased by 23 people
from 2021 to 2022.

The Housing Inventory Chart (HIC) is an annual count of available beds dedicated to serving people

experiencing homelessness in the state. The chart below shows the number of year-round beds
dedicated to people experiencing homelessness counted on the night of the PIT, from 2018 to 2021. This
does not include beds available seasonally during the winter months, such as Code Purple beds, or
overflow beds, which include hotel/motel beds.
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In 2021 there was a decrease in year-round emergency shelter beds due to COVID-19 social distancing

and safety protocols put into place in congregate shelters. In 2022 there was a major increase in the
number of year-round Emergency Shelter beds due primarily to the opening of the NCC Hope Center.
The number of rapid rehousing beds (RRH) increased by over 100 beds from 2020 to 2021 but stayed

consistent in 2022.
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Overflow Beds

Starting in 2020, non-congregate
hotel/motel sheltering was provided as a safe
alternative to congregate sheltering during
COVID-19. A vast majority of the overflow
beds available in 2022 were emergency
hotel/motel vouchers administered by the
Division of State Service Centers. 290
seasonal beds were provided by Code Purple
providers in Kent and Sussex counties, in
congregate settings.

A majority of the children counted in the
2022 PIT were sleeping in hotels/motels with
their families.
